Public Hearing, Special Permit, 221 W. Johnson Drive. The applicant filed an application for 

the Planning Commission to approve a special use permit to be issued for property located at 221 

W. Johnson Drive that would allow for operation of a storage unit business. Ordinance No. 3265 

was passed on 11-04-2014 mandating any business looking to operate as a storage unit facility 

receive approval of a special use permit from the Guthrie City Council. Ordinance No. 3265 

under Section 1, Paragraph A reads: “In a commercially zoned district labeled C-1, C-2, or C-3 

the use of a storage unit facility shall require a special use permit approval from the Guthrie City 

Council.”  The Guthrie Planning Commission met on November 12, 2015 to hear the application 

for a special use permit to be issued for property located at 221 W. Johnson Drive to allow for 

operation of a storage unit business. The Planning Commission voted unanimously to 

recommend not approving this special use permit. The zoning does allow for a special use permit 

to be issued, however the surrounding land use is a residential neighborhood. A Public Hearing 

was held and Mr. Van Cordray, representing the neighborhood, addressed the City Council 

opposing the request due to this area being residential – not commercial. The applicant was not 

present. Motion by Council Member Bothroyd, seconded by Council Member E. Wood, moved 

to deny the request to issue a special permit for operation of a storage unit business adjacent to 

221 W. Johnson Drive. Council Members entered their votes and the votes were displayed with 

the following results:

Summary 
Jalo is an excellent canine in his prime. Jalo has resided at the City animal shelter since his handler 
resigned several months ago. Jalo is beginning to exhibit signs of diminishing health (i.e. anxiety and 
depression) at the shelter. Currently, the department does not have the staff to work with and 
maintain Jalo’s abilities in a safe and efficient manner. Based on the extensive training and 
experience that Jalo has, the staff does not feel that it is safe to transfer him to anyone other than a 
bona fide governmental agency that has been properly vetted. Further, Jalo’s transfer of ownership 
is meant to include full and complete transfer of future liability to the extent allowed by law once 
the transfer has been made. The Logan County Sheriff has expressed interest in assuming ownership  
of Jalo.

Summary 
The last City sales tax increase was approved by voters on December 1, 1979 bringing the City’s 
portion to its current rate of three percent (3%). On November 7, 2013 the Citizens Rate and Fee 
Advisory Committee recommended that the City Manager develop a Sales Tax plan for future 
discussion. The Finance Committee met April 28, 2014 and provided input on how a future sales tax 
increase would be calculated or divided between compensation, capital improvements, and 
community enhancements. On May 8 and 15, 2014, the City Manager met with the Citizens Rate and 
Fee Advisory Committee and presented a sales tax plan that included the Finance Committee’s 
recommendation. The committee unanimously recommended that the City Council approve the 
calling of a one percent (1%) sales tax special election. The election was held August 26, 2014 and 
failed. The committee met again October 9, 2014, and recommended that the City move forward 
with another sales tax election reducing the tax to one-half percent with a five (5) year sunset as 
recommended by the citizens of Guthrie. The committee, the City Council, and school officials met 
regarding a possible joint sales tax proposition and was later notified that the School Board was not 
interested in a joint proposal. The committee met again on February 12, 2015, and unanimously 
recommended that the City Council approve the calling of a sales tax election increasing the City’s 
sales tax portion for five (5) years by one-half percent (1/2%) for capital improvement projects and 
establishing a Guthrie Area Projects oversight committee to review, recommend, and oversee the 
implementation of said tax. The 63rd City Council voted May 19, 2015 four (4) to three (3) to table 
discussion of a sales tax election proposal to the City Council Special Meeting (Council Retreat) to 
be held June 10, 2015. At the June 10, 2015 City Council Special Meeting (Council Retreat), the City 
Council reviewed the history of Guthrie sales tax proposals and quality of life projects identified by 
the Guthrie Area Projects committee, and asked staff to research the possibility of using polling 
services prior to setting an election date.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF GUTHRIE, OKLAHOMA AMENDING EXISTING 
SALES TAX ORDINANCES AND LEVYING AND ASSESSING A SALES TAX OF 
THREE-QUARTER PERCENT (3/4%) IN ADDITION TO THE PRESENT CITY, COUNTY 
AND STATE EXCISE TAXES LEVIED AND ASSESSED UPON THE GROSS 
PROCEEDS OR GROSS RECEIPTS DERIVED FROM ALL SALES TO ANY PERSON 
TAXABLE UNDER THE SALES TAX LAWS OF OKLAHOMA; PROVIDING FOR THE 
PURPOSE; EARMARKING THE SAME TO BE EXPENDED ONLY FOR CAPITAL 
IMPROVEMENTS; PROVIDING FOR TAX RATE-SALES SUBJECT TO TAX, 
EXEMPTIONS AND OTHER EXEMPT TRANSFERS, WHEN TAX DUE, RETURNS AND 
RECORDS; PROVIDING FOR METHOD OF PAYMENT OF TAX; PROVIDING TAX 
CONSTITUTES DEBT; CLASSIFICATION OF TAXPAYERS; VENDOR’S DUTY TO 
COLLECT TAX; RETURNS AND REMITTANCES DISCOUNT; TAX COLLECTOR 
DEFINED; PROVIDING FOR DEFINITIONS, INTEREST AND PENALTIES 
DELINQUENCY, WAIVER OF INTEREST AND PENALTIES, ERRONEOUS 
PAYMENTS-CLAIMS FOR REFUND, FRAUDULENT RETURNS; PROVIDING FOR 
CONFIDENTIAL RECORDS; AMENDMENTS; PROVISIONS CUMULATIVE AND 
PROVISIONS SEVERABLE; ALL AS SET OUT IN PRIOR ORDINANCE 2640 AND ANY 
AMENDMENTS; PROVIDING FOR EFFECTIVE AND OPERATIVE DATES; AND 
PROVIDING FOR REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY, AND DECLARING AN 
EMERGENCY. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GUTHRIE, OKLAHOMA AS 
FOLLOWS: 
 
Section 1. Citations and codification. This Ordinance shall be known and may be cited 
as the City of Guthrie Capital Improvements Sales Tax Ordinance, and the same shall 
be codified and incorporated into the Code of Ordinances, City of Guthrie, Oklahoma. 
 
Section 2. Tax Imposed. There is hereby imposed an excise tax of three-quarter percent 
(3/4%) (in addition to any and all other excise taxes now in force) to be levied upon the 
gross proceeds or gross receipts derived from all sales taxable under the Oklahoma 
Sales Tax Code. 
 
Section 3. Purpose of Revenues. The three-quarter percent (3/4) excise tax levied 
hereunder shall be used to finance or fund capital improvements and related costs, to 
include debt service on obligations issued to finance said capital improvements. All 
revenues generated by this Ordinance shall be deposited in a limited-purpose fund and 
money in this limited-purpose tax fund shall be expended only as accumulated and only 
for the purpose specified in this Ordinance as approved by a vote of the qualified 
electors of the City as provided for in Section 4 hereof. For purposes of this Section, the 
term "capital improvements" shall have and be given the same meaning as set forth in 
11 Oklahoma Statutes 2001 ~ 17-110.  
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Section 4. Effective Date. The provisions of this ordinance and the collection of the 
excise tax referenced herein shall become effective on and after July 1, 2016, subject to 
approval by a majority of the qualified electors of the City voting on the same in the 
manner prescribed by law, terminating on June 30, 2031.  
 
Section 5. Subsisting State Permits. All valid and subsisting permits to do business 
issued by the Oklahoma Tax Commission pursuant to the Oklahoma Sales Tax Code 
are, for the purposes of this Ordinance, hereby ratified, confirmed and adopted in lieu of 
any requirement for an additional city permit for the same purpose. 
 
Section 6. Payment of Tax. The tax herein levied shall be paid to the Tax Collector at 
the time and in the manner and form prescribed for payment of the state sales tax under 
the Oklahoma Sales Tax Code and all tax laws of the State of Oklahoma. 
 
Section 7. This Tax in Addition to Taxes Currently Levied: Administrative and Collection 
Procedures. The tax levied hereby is in addition to any and all other excise taxes levied 
or assessed by the City including but not limited to those levied and assessed by 
Ordinance No. 2454,  Ordinance No. 2575, and Ordinance No. 2640 each as amended. 
The tax levied by this Ordinance shall be administered and collected in accordance with 
the procedures and provisions of Article 2 and Article 3 of Chapter 7 of the Code of 
Ordinances, City of Guthrie, Oklahoma, called the "Guthrie Sales Tax Article," in the 
same manner as provided for the administration and collection of other sales and excise 
taxes of the City of Guthrie, Oklahoma. 
 
Section 8. Amendments. The people of the City of Guthrie, Oklahoma, by their approval 
of this Ordinance at the election herein above provided for, hereby authorize the City 
Council by Ordinance duly enacted to make such administrative and technical changes 
or additions in the method and manner of administration and enforcing this Ordinance 
as may be necessary or proper for efficiency and fairness or in order to make the same 
consistent with the Oklahoma Sales Tax Code, as amended, except that the rate of the 
tax and the limited purpose of the use of the tax herein provided for shall not be 
changed without approval of the qualified electors of the City as provided by law. 
 
Section 9. Provisions Cumulative. The provisions hereof shall be cumulative and in 
addition to any and all other taxing provisions of City Ordinances. 
 
Section 10. Severability. The provisions of this Ordinance are severable, and if any part 
or provision hereof shall be adjudged invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such 
adjudication shall not affect or impair any of the remaining parts or provisions hereof. 
 
Section 11. Codification. This Ordinance shall be Article 3(a) of Chapter 7 Code of 
Ordinances, City of Guthrie, Oklahoma. 
 
Section 12. Emergency. That by reason of the need for revenues to be expended for the 
purpose enumerated in Section 3 hereof, the life, health, safety and property of the 
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inhabitants of said City are in danger and by reason thereof, it is therefore deemed and 
hereby declared necessary for the immediate preservation of peace, welfare, health and 
safety that this Ordinance shall become operative immediately; wherefore, an 
emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall be in force and effect 
immediately from and after its passage and approval.

A special election shall be held within the City of Guthrie on February 9, 
2016 with the polls open from the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.   
 
 
SECTION 2.  The following precincts shall be open for the special election of the City of 
Guthrie as required; each precinct shall be staffed by the minimum staff as authorized 
by law for a non-partisan election;

3. Guthrie Housing Authority Precinct#204 
4. Community Church Precinct #205 
5. Hispanic Baptist Church Precinct #206 
6. Guthrie Christian Church Precinct #305 
7. West Noble Avenue Baptist Church Precinct #306 
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8. First Christian Church Precinct #307 
9. First Assembly of God Church Precinct #308 

 
 
SECTION 3.  Pursuant to the City Charter, Article VI, Section 6-3, the City Council of 
the City of Guthrie is authorizing the following precincts, which are only partially 
contained with the City limits of the City of Guthrie, not be opened for the primary or 
general elections because no person resides within that portion of the precinct 
contained within the limits of the City of Guthrie.  Precinct #104 – Seward Road Baptist 
Church. 
 

 

SECTION 4.  The purpose of the election is to submit to the registered, qualified voters 
of the City the following Proposition.

Summary 

Budget Amendment No. 1 is the Year-End budget amendment increasing the following line items to cover 
expenditures incurred in FY15:  

1. General Fund in the amount of $7,001 – Increased Compensating Use Tax to cover transfers made 
to Capital Projects $1.00 and Airport Fund $7,000. 

2. Fire Fund in the amount of $107,311 – Increased Ambulance Fees collected to cover expenditures 
totaling the same. 

3. Guthrie Public Works Authority Fund in the amount of $233,439 – Increased Water Collections 
$138,642, Sanitary Sewer User Fees $30,845, Sanitation Collections $46,882, and Sewer Taps 
Connections $17,070 to cover expenditures totaling the same.  

4. Water Treatment Plant Fund in the amount of $44,386 for funds received from GPWA. 
5. Capital Projects Fund in the amount of $1.00 for funds received from General Fund. 
6. Airport Fund in the amount of $7,000 for funds received from General Fund. 
7. Cemetery Care Fund for $5,461 – Increased Fund Balance by $5,461 to cover the difference 

between revenue and expenditures. 
8. Oklahoma City Waterline Fund in the amount of $27,702 for expenses incurred in FY2015.
