Consider approval of Lease Agreement with American Legion regarding maintenance, repair and
operation of Honor Park.

Summary

On March 17, 2009 the City Council approved a Lease Agreement with American Legion regarding
maintenance, repair and operation of Honor Park for a period of one year. The City of Guthrie has
been approached by Jack Smith, representative from American Legion, to renew the existing Lease
Agreement for an additional year. Last year, the Guthrie Park Board wanted to be sure the integrity
of Honor Park was protected and requested Oklahoma Arborist Mark Bays to visit Honor Park to
provide an opinion of the condition and appropriateness of the plantings. With a 4 to 1 vote, the
Guthrie Park Board recommended the City Council approve leasing Honor Park to include the
recommendations of Mark Bays, State Forester for the Oklahoma Forestry Services Department of
Agriculture. City Council approved leasing Honor Park to the American Legion for $1.00 per year,
as recommended by the Guthrie Park Board, and attach to the Agreement the CLS and Associates
Landscape Architects Proposed Landscaping Plan and that any changes to the proposed
landscaping plan or permanent improvements to Honor Park must be approved by the City.

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LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS Lease Agreement entered into this day of , 2009, between the City of
Guthrie, Oklahoma, a municipal corporation (hereinafter called “City”’) and American Legion Post No. 58
(hereinafter called “Tenant™); and

WHEREAS, the City of Guthrie owns an area within the city limits of Guthrie called Honor Park;
and

IT IS AGREED that City will lease to Tenant Honor Park. The lease will be for a period of one
(1) year unless terminated according to terms of this agreement

Tenant will pay the City One Dollar ($1.00) per year during the term of the lease. The Tenant
shall have the option to renew the lease at one (1) year intervals at the expiration of the original lease term
on terms and conditions to be agreed at least thirty (30) days prior to expiration of the original term or
termination of any renewal term.

Tenant will perform all work, maintenance, repair and landscaping at Honor Park.

The City will provide/extend insurance coverage for the Park in the event of any casualty loss or
liability claim,

No political activity or political advertising may be conducted at the Park.

Should the maintenance and repair of the Park and leased property not be conducted in a first
class manner suitable to the City then, in that event, the City will advise Tenant of required maintenance
and if said maintenance is not satisfactory and completed within thirty (30) days of said notice the City
may terminate this lease. Upon termination of the lease the City may assume control of the Park
including its operations and maintenance.

Any changes to the layout or permanent improvements to the Park area must be approved by the
City.

Tenant shall have exclusive use of the Park for their events but it shall always remain open to the
public.

Whatever utilities presently are existing and being used by the Honor Park will remain and will
be paid for by the City of Guthrie. In the event City determines that the utility usage is excessive it may
terminate utilities to this Park or terminate this lease agreement upon thirty (30) days written notice to the
Tenant.

Consider approval to submit application for the 2011 Oklahoma Highway Safety Office Grant and

authorizing the Mayor to execute the same.

Summary

This is a partnership with the State of Oklahoma, Oklahoma Highway Safety Office. The City of
Guthrie and Logan County were identified in the Oklahoma Seat Belt Observation study back in July
2002 as the worst seat belt use rate in the State of Oklahoma at 58% compliance rate. Since the
award of the 2004 grant, the seat belt compliance in Logan County has increased from the 58% to
78%, the largest increase across the state, this was a great accomplishment for the City of Guthrie
and the Guthrie Police Department. This project will continue to fund overtime traffic enforcement
allowing officers to solely concentrate on traffic infractions. The grant requires no matching funds
from the City. If approved, staff anticipates receiving funding in the amount of $36,000 to fund
overtime expenses estimated at $18,000 and for the purchase of a Harley Davidson motorcycle

estimated at $18,000.

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LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS Lease Agreement, made by the City of Guthrie, Oklahoma, a municipal
corporation, Lessor, (hereinafter referred to as the “City”) and the Langston University
National Alumni Association Guthrie Chapter #137 (hereinafter referred to as
“Festival”).

WHEREAS, the City is interested in expanding tourism and economic
development and wishes to develop and make available certain properties owned by the
City, (hereinafter referred to as “Premises”™) that are suitable for use by the Festival; and

WHEREAS, the Festival desires to conduct an event using City facilities; and

WHEREAS, the parties wish to agree in advance on terms and conditions of the
lease.

NOW, therefore, and in consideration of the mutual covenants, promises and
conditions set forth herein, the City and the Festival agree that:

1. Term: This lease shall be from 11:00 A.M. to 11:00 P.M. on May 1,
2010.

2. Premises: The City, in consideration of the obligation of Festival to
pay the sums as provided in the lease, and in consideration of other terms, conditions and
covenants hereby leases to the Festival the premises described in Exhibit “A” attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference. The Festival agrees that at the end of the
event, it shall deliver the premises to the City in the same condition as it was at the
inception of the lease, normal wear and tear excepted.

The City acknowledges that the Festival intends to utilize the premises described
in Exhibit “A” for the conduct of a Jazz Festival.

3. Rental: As rental for the use of the premises, in addition to the
other things required of the Festival, the Festival agrees to pay the City fifty cents (.50
cents) per ticket for each ticket sold for attendance to the event. The Festival shall remit
said rental with a full accounting of ticket sales to the City no later than forty-eight (48)
hours after the termination of this lease.

4, Charges for Service: All monies collected by the Festival arising out of
the event conducted on the leased premises shall belong to the Festival. The Festival shall
remit payment for all charges and fees for electric consumption and charges for solid
waste service.
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the Festival’s use of the premises. The Festival agrees to save and hold the City harmless
from any liability, judgments, causes of action, loss, expense or claims, including
attorney’s fees arising out of any such injury or damage.

The Festival shall, at its sole expense, keep in effect during the terms of this lease
the following insurance, in occurrence form, with an insurance company or companies
authorized to do business in the State of Oklahoma: (a) $100,000.00 for any claim for
bodily injury arising out of a single act, accident or occurrence; and (b) $1 million
dollars for any number of claims of bodily injuries arising out a single occurrence or
accident; and (c¢) $25,000.00 for any claim to any claimant who has more than one claim
for loss of property arising out of a single act, accident or occurrence.

The Festival shall furnish the City a certificate of insurance coverage showing
compliance with the terms of this part and providing for not less than ten (10) days notice
to the City of cancellation or modification of the terms of coverage.

6. Other Assurances and Conditions: The Festival agrees to cause itself
and its employees, contractors, subcontractors, agents and volunteers to comply at all
times during the term of this lecase with all applicable, federal, state and local laws,
including environmental laws and regulations and to avoid using the premises in any
manner that would constitute waste or nuisance.

The City retains the right to enter the premises at any time to assess compliance
with the terms of this lease.

The City personnel and vehicles shall at all times have unrestricted ingress and
egress to the premises for the purposes of protecting and preventing damage to its real or
personal property or infrastructure, and for providing services to the event or to its
patrons.

This lease shall not be assigned by the Festival without prior written consent of
the City.

Notice: Whenever notice is to be given under the terms of this lease, or payments
are to be made, said notice or payment shall be deposited first class, postage paid, with
the United States Postal Service and addressed to the following:
