The special meeting of the sixty-first City Council of Guthrie, Oklahoma, was posted on
Friday, March 2, 2012 before 5:00 p.m. and held March 6, 2012 in the Guthrie City Hall

Questions and discussion regarding agenda items.

Ordinance No. 3226, amending Article 5, Section 10-7 of Ordinance No. 2422 of the
Guthrie Code of Ordinances providing for restrictions for off-street parking within the
Guthrie City limits. The proposed item is to consider action to adopt Ordinance No. 3226,
an Ordinance revising Article 3, Section 10 of Ordinance 2422 of the Guthrie Code of
Ordinances providing for restriction of off-street parking. Based on community and Council
requests for clarity of the Ordinance regarding off-street parking, an Ordinance has been
drafted to better define the criteria relating to residential off-street parking. Ordinance No.
3226 defines design specification for artificial surfaces, exceptions, as well as commercial
vehicles, trucks, trailers, buses and recreational vehicles and establishes a procedure for
applying for a variance. The changes requested by the City Council have been incorporated
into this version. Councilmembers informed citizens have contacted them stating they do
understand the proposed ordinance as written. City Manager informed staff would review
and clarify the proposed ordinance to be presented at the April 3, 2012 Council Workshop
Meeting.

Bid No. 2012-01 — FY 2012 Street Capital Improvement Projects. The proposed item is
to consider approval to award Bid No. 2012-01 FY12 Street CIP to the low bid of $95,471.50
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Minutes, Guthrie City Council Meeting, March 6, 2012 - Page 2,

to TJ Campbell of Oklahoma City and authorize staff to execute a contract. Bids were
received from four (4) vendors in response to the solicitation for Bid No. 2012-01 for the
2012 Street Capital Improvement Project. The project consists of the following streets:

1. The street to be paved with a 3 inch overlay is Hillcrest Drive from Walnut Street
to Pine Street, 2,581 feet long and 22 feet wide, for a total of 6,309.1 square
yards. City of Guthrie Street Department crews will do the preparation work.

2. The Mineral Wells Park Road is a strip west of the Water Treatment Plant from
Fairgrounds Road that runs north and turns back east over a low water access
where it connects with a loop of road running along the edge of the ponds. A
small parking area will be included.

Revocable Permit. The proposed item is to consider action to amend the Revocable Permit
between the City of Guthrie and Enercon Services, originally executed on June 5, 2007,
Council approved a Revocable Permit agreement with Enercon Services to install
environment monitoring well to sample the soils and groundwater in the area of the 200 and
300 block of South Second Street. The area was apparently contaminated by underground
gas tanks located on the northwest corner of South Second Street and Vilas Avenue (now the
Red Cross parking lot). Enercon, under direction of the Oklahoma Corporation Commission
(OCC) is to remove the abandoned gas tanks and to drill additional wells to complete the
remediation process. Enercon is requesting an amendment to the Revocable Permit to allow
installation of six of the eleven proposed new wells and treatment of five of the existing wells
on City right-of-way adjacent and nearby the excavation site. Hydrocarbon fuel was released
into the subsurface and extends south, downhill along South Second Street. Under
Oklahoma Corporation Commission {OCC) direction, Enercon has installed fifteen
monitoring wells to the first water-bearing horizon (generally less than 20 feet deep).
Enercon’s conclusion, reached in discussions with OCC hydrologists, is that the vapors and
dissolved phase hydrocarbons, though at low levels, are a possible concern. The chemicals
of concern have been in place many years and continue to be reduced by natural bacterial
attenuation in the subsurface. Continued sourcing is probable from the area of the original
tank pits and fuel dispensers (beneath the Red Cross parking lot). Enercon proposes to
remove the tanks (believed to be two small tanks at a depth of approximately 12 feet and
subsurface portions of the dispenser system and the surrounding backfill and soil). The
actual digging and back filling should take one to three days. To enhance remediation,
Enercon will place a chemical oxidizer at the water table. This oxidizer will break down the
hydrocarbon molecules as it naturally decomposes into water-soluble compounds. They will
drill an additional eleven wells (six on City of Guthrie right-of-way) to inject this oxidizer to
the water table. They will also utilize five of the eleven existing monitor wells on City of
Guthrie right-of-way {as input points and finally, they will insert oxidizer in the four existing
wells on the Dewberry property, drill six new wells on that property and place an amount of
oxidizer appropriate (for two wells) in the open tank pit prior to refilling and resurfacing it.
The oxidizer will be gone in 2-3 months and samples will be taken at about one month afier
the event to check clean-up progress.

Change Order No. 3 for Bid No. 2011-15, Construction of Animal Shelter. The proposed
item is to consider approval of Change Order No. 3 for Bid No. 2011-15, Construction of the
Guthrie Animal Shelter, for the relocation of the existing electrical meter, panel board, utility
bull box and add a new Nema 3R junction box along with additional wire and the contractor
will provide a new faucet to replace the leaking faucet on the existing stainless steel sink
provided by the City in the amount of $2,125. The electrical was not considered in the
original bid because the situation was unknown at the time the specifications were compiled.
No one knew when the clectrician or the electric company cut the power immediately after
the tornado there would be an issue with the way the utility box was connected and it would
not be in the same place because of the length of the wiring. When the contractor
reassembled the meter, panel board and box, it was in the middle of the area where the
kennel would be hosed down with water, so it is a safety issue and we had to rearrange its
configuration to meet City and safety codes. The cost of the added electrical work is $1,950.
The sink is provided by the City and when the contractor connected the original faucet it was
leaking badly. The replacement faucet and its installation will cost $175.

Lease Agreement with Sodexo Operations. The proposed item is to consider approval of
the Lease Agreement between the City of Guthrie and Sodexo Operations, LLC for use of
Highland Hall facility for the Logan County Aging Services. The proposed agreement is a
renewal. The only changes to the agreement are the commencement and ending dates (July
1, 2011 through June 30, 2012), Logan County Aging Services prepares meals (lunch) for
the elderly 260 days per year with the use of Highland Hall and the Annex is used for the
purpose of office space related to the management of the Nutrition Program. On November
17, 2009 City Council amended the Lease Agreement to reduce the monthly rental rate for
use of the Annex from $400 to $1 through the Lease period (June 30, 2010) or until funding
is restored. Marlene Snow, Project Director, informed last fiscal year the State reduced their
funding by 30% and has been informed by the State there will be a reduction in funding this
upcoming fiscal year, but has not been notified as to the percentage. When Logan County
Aging Services is not using Highland Hall, the City has the ability to rent the facility.

Declaring the property at 1223 West College dilapidated and detrimental to the health,
safety or welfare of the general public in the community and proceed with action to tear
down and remove the building. The proposed item is to consider action to declare the
property at 1223 W. College dilapidated and detrimental to the health, safety or welfare of
the general public in the community and proceed with action to tear down and remove the
building.

Summary
OverDrive, Inc. is a platform and content provider of eMedia (digital books, audiobooks, and music).

The Oklahoma Virtual Library, a project supported by the Oklahoma Department of Libraries with a
grant from the Institute of Museum and Library Services, is a state-wide consortium of 23 libraries
which share a collective pool of digital resources. Joining the consortium would give Guthrie Public
Library customers access via the library website to free eMedia that can be checked cut and
downloaded to a computer, eReader, portable music player, or simart phone.

The cost to join the consortium is a one-time fee of $500 with an annual recurring cost of $3000.
The $500 includes extensive staff training and technical support needed to merge Guthrie Public
Library with the consortium. The annual recurring fee is split so that $1000 is paid to OverDrive for
continued support and $2000 is designated for the purchase of new materials. This price is set for
three years.

Consider approval to amend Zoning Ordinance #2422 by creating the Special Use provision for
“Residential Drug and Alcohol Rehabilitation Treatment Center” in a Commercial Zoning District, by
Special Use Permit only. Additionally, apply Special Use Permit to the property at 2423 W. Noble.

Summary

On March 8, 2012 the Guthrie Planning Commission heard a request to approve an application for a
Residential Drug and Alcohol Rehabilitation Treatment Center at 2423 W. Noble Avenue, (the
former Living Waters Church facility). Such request requires a Special Use category as one of the
allowable uses in a Commercial Zoning District. Currently, there is no Residential Rehabilitation
Center Special Use Category. To proceed with the process, the “Rehabilitation Center” category
must be established as an allowed Special Use within a Commercial Zoning District.

A Special Use Category allows that type of use to be permitted only after the request has been
reviewed and approved by the Planning Commission, and ultimately by the Guthrie City Council.

Letters were mailed to 11 neighbors in the surrounding neighborhood regarding the request, and a
notice was placed in the Guthrie NewsLeader on February 11th. There were one letters of
comment received.

The Planning Commission heard the request on March 8 and held a discussion regarding the
application. The Planning Commission reconmimends the City Council deny the request to establish a
Special Use Category for a “Residential Drug and Alcohol Rehabilitation Treatment Center” use.

Subsequently, since the Planning Commission recommends denial of this Special Use Permit
category, the application for it to be applied to the property at 2423 W. Noble is also recommended
to be denied.

§ 15-1 COUNCIL AUTHORITY TO MAKE RULES.

The City Council or Guthrie Parks Board shall promulgate, invoke, create, amend and enforce
rules, regulations and other requirements, as it they deem necessary or expedient in connection with
fishing, and fishing privileges, swimming and the use of all other recreational facilities owned or
operated by the city,

§ 15-2 FEES TO BE DETERMINED.

The city shall provide by rules, from time to time, the fees charged for any recreational privileges
on any property or facility for recreational purpose owned or operated by the city.

ARTICLE 2: LAKE GUTHRIE AND LIBERTY LAKE

§ 15-15 USE OF FACILITIES; PERMITS AND FEES.

(A) It shall be unlawful to use any recreational facilities on either Lake Guthrie or Liberty Lake
without first having obtained a permit and having paid the fee therefor. Recreational Facilities shall
include all land around the lakes campsites, trails, boat ramps, picnic areas, lakes themselves, docks,
banks, etc. All facilities must be in compliance with the rules and regulations in connection therewith
adopted by the City Council. Fees shall not be required for the enclosed area designated as Mitchell
Parl or for individuals sitting in their motor vehicle alongside Guihrie Lake, provided they are not

fishing our of the vehicle.

§ 15-17-POSSESSION OF PERMIT REQUIRED; GENERAL RULES.,

(A) (1) Each person using any of the recreational facilities on either lake shall have on his or her
person a proper paid permit therefor which must be exhibited to a game ranger or like employee or any

police officer of the city upon request.

(2) Failure to have the permit in the possession of the person currently using the facility at
501 18 us ility or failure to exhibit the permit to a game ranger or lake

employee or police officer of the city upon request shall be an offense and upon conviction thereof, the
person shall be punished as provided herein.

(B) The general rules for use of either Guthrie Lake or Liberty Lake, which include the
possession and/or purchase of a daily or annual permit prior to using any lake facilities and shall be
determined by the Guthrie Parks Board or Guthrie City Council and placed at a location available to
the public. State Laws shall also be in effect in any instance regarding fishing requirements, rules, and
regulations not specifically addressed by Guthrie or Liberty Lake rules .

(©) (2)-Authority for the enforcement of these rules is delegated to the respective lake rangers
and/or police officers, as supervised and approved by the City Manager or his or her designee.

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ARTICLE 4: TRAVEL OVER GUTHRIE LAKE DAM

§ 15-45 SPEED LIMITS.

(A) By reason of the fact that it is dangerous to travel across the dam at Guthrie Lake on the
roadway provided therefor, at a speed greater than 30 mph, there is hereby established a speed limit for
motor vehicles of all types, including motorcycles, of 3¢ mph on the roadway constructed across the

dam at Guthrie Lake.

(B) Anyone driving a motor vehicle of any description whatsoever, including motorcycles, on the
roadway located on the dam at Guthrie Lake at a speed in excess of 30 mph is hereby declared to be

guilty of an offense.

(C) Anyone found guilty of driving a motor vehicle of any description whatsoever, including
motorcycles, on the roadway on the dam at Guthrie Lake at a speed in excess of 30 mph shall be

punishable as provided in this code of ordinances.

§ 15-61 ORGANIZATION.

The Park Board shall select the Chair, Vice-Chair, Secretary and Assistant Secretary from among
its members. A quorum of the Board shall consist of three voting members. The Chair of the Board
may appoint standing or special committees composed of a lesser number, provided that no
recommendation shall be forwarded to the City Council without the affirmative vote of a majority of all
the members of the Board. The Board shall hold regular meetings not less than quarterly, and special
meetings may be called by the City Manager, the Chair or any three Board members. Any member
who is absent from more than one-half of all meetings of the Board, regular and special, held within
any period of six consecutive calendar months shall cease to hold office. A member shall refrain from
voting on or participating in deliberations of the Board on matters in which he or she has any financial
interest, directly or indirectly, Except as provided in this article, the Board shall determine ifs own
rules.

§ 15-62 POWERS AND DUTIES.

(A) The Park Board shall serve in an advisory capacity to the City Council on matters pertaining
to the parks and recreation programs of the city; however, the Park Board shall have the authority to
set rules and regulations on matters pertaining to the parks and recreations programs of the City. The
City Council may adopt, reject, modify or amend the recommendations, regulations, or rules set forth
by efthe Board. Among the matters the Board may consider are:

(1) The acquisition or disposal of public property for parks and recreation purposes;

(2) The development of short and long range goals for parks and recreation, including the
formulation of a master plan;

(3) The beautification and enhancement of parks, including proposed capital improvements;
(4) The creation, implementation and expansion of city sponsored recreation programs; and

{5) The adoption, amendment and enforcement of rules, regulations, fees, charges and
policies for and governing the use of city park properties anFl facilities and recreation programs.

(B) Findings and recommendations of the Board regarding the maintenance and upkeep of
existing parks properties and facilitics shall be referred to the City Manager for appropriate action.

§ 15-75 PENALTY.

(A) It shall be unlawful for any person to use any of the recreational facilities or to hunt, fish,
swim or use any boat in connection with any of the recreational facilities owned or operated by the city,
without having complied with the rules and regulations promulgated by the City Council or Park
Board in connection therewith and anyone violating any of the rules and regulations, or failing to
comply with such, shall be guilty of an offense, and upon conviction thereof, shall be punished as
provided in this code.

(B) Any person convicted of violating any of the provisions of § 15-17 shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor offense and shall be punished by a fine of not more than $100, plus coutt costs, and each
