Consider rejecting all bids for Bid #2010-6, Base Aggregate Coarse (Rock), because it will not benefit
the City of Guthrie to change our present purchasing method.

Summary

Presently the city is purchasing rock from Stewart Stone, an Oklahoma State Contract Vendor, and
paying freight to ].E. Neuhaus of Guthrie for delivery. For the large rock, 3” and up we purchase from
Kinder Dozer of Carney.

Because of increasing costs, staff thought it would be prudent to solicit bids for base aggregate
coarse material (rock) to address these rising costs. We received three (3) responses from our
solicitation. Each bid submitted has a different approach. Kinder Dozer bid all rock with delivered
pricing; J.E. Neuhaus bid freight only with the city purchasing the rock from Stewart Stone, an
Oklahoma State Contract Vendor; and Logan County Asphalt bid both delivered and will call pricing,
but citing minimum orders. All things not being equal, staff recommends rejecting the bids.

RETIREMENT FUND; PROVIDING FOR PAYMENT OF ALL CONTRIBUTIONS UNDER THE
SYSTEM TO THE OKLAHOMA MUNICIPAL RETIREMENT FUND FOR MANAGEMENT AND
INVESTMENT; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR
EMPLOYER PICKUP OF REQUIRED CONTRIBUTIONS; ADOPTING THOSE AMENDMENTS
MANDATED BY THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE; ANE DECEARING AN FMERGENCY.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF GUTHRIE, OKLAHOMA:

Section 1. That pursuant to the authority conferred by the laws of the State of Oklahoma, and for
the purpose of encouraging continuity and meritorious service on the part of City employees and thereby
promote public efficiency, there is hereby authorized created, established, and approved and adopted,
effective as of February 1, 2010, the funded Pension Plan designated "Employee Retirement System of
City of Guthrie, Oklahoma, Defined Contribution Plan," (hereinafter called System), an executed
counterpart of which is marked Exhibit "A" (Joinder Agreement) and Exhibit "B" (Master Defined
Contribution Plan) and attached hereto as part hereof.

Section 2. ADMINISTRATION. For the purpose of administration the System there is hereby
established a Retirement Committee, which shall be the members of the City Council of City of Guthrie,
Oklahoma, as now existing or as from time to time duly elected or appointed and constituted. The
powers and duties of the Committee shall be as set forth in the System instrument attached hereto as
Exhibit "B". ‘

Section 3. FUND. A fund is hereby provided for the exclusive use and benefit of the persons
entitled to benefits under the System. All contributions to such fund shall be paid over to and received in

trust for such purpose by the City. Such Fund shall be pooled for purposes of management and
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investment with similar funds of other incorporated cities, towns, and municipal trusts in the State of
Oklahoma as a part of the Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund in accordance with the trust agreement
of the Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund, a public trust. The City shall hold such contributions in
the form received, and from time to time pay over and transfer the same to the Oklahoma Municipal
Retirement Fund, as duly authorized and directed by the Board of Trustees. The Fund shall be nonfiscal
and shall not be considered in computing any levy when the annual estimate is made to the County
Excise Board.

Section 4. APPROPRIATIONS. The City of Guthrie, Oklahoma, is hereby authorized to incur
the necessary expenses for the establishment, operation, and administration of the System, and to
appropriate and pay the same. In addition, the City of Guthrie, Oklahoma, is hereby authorized to
appropriate annually such amounts as are required in addition to employee contributions to maintain the
System and the Fund in accordance with the provisions of the Defined Contribution Plan. Any
appropriation so made to maintain the System and Fund shall be for deferred wages or salaries, and for
the payment of necessary expenses of operation and administration to be transferred to the trustees of the
Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund for such purposes and shall be paid into the Fund when available,
to be duly transferred to the Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund.

Section 5. The Plan contains provisions which are intended to constitute a pick-up program by
the Employer which satisfies the requirements of section 414(h)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986
(the “Code”); and the Plan, be, and it is, approved and adopted as of the date therein stated; and required
contributions described in Section 4 of the Joinder are designated as “picked-up” by the employer so as
to not be included in Plan Participants’ gross income for Federal income tax purposes as provided in
Section 414(h)(2) of the Code. All such required contributions are to be paid by the employer in lieu of
contributions by the Plan Participant. No Participant in the Plan shall have the option of choosing to
receive the amounts of required Contributions directly in lieu of having such amounts paid by the
employer to the Trustees of the Plan.

Section 6. EXECUTION. The Mayor and City Clerk be and they are each hereby authorized
and directed to execute (in counterparts, each of which shall constitute an original) the System
instrument, and to do all other acts and things necessary, advisable, and proper to put said System and
related trust into full force and effect, and to make such changes therein as may be necessary to qualify
the same under Sections 401(a) and 501(a) of the Internal Revenue Code of the United States. The
counterpart attached hereto as Exhibit "A"and Exhibit “B”, which has been duly executed as aforesaid
simultaneously with the passage of this Ordinance and made a part hereof, is hereby ratified and
confirmed in all respects.

This Committee is hereby authorized and directed to proceed immediately on behalf of the City

of Guthrie, Oklahoma, to pool and combine the Fund into the Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund as a
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part thereof, with similar funds of such other cities and towns, for purposes of pooled management and
investment.

Section 7. REPEALER. Any Ordinance inconsistent with the terms and provisions of this
Ordinance is hereby repealed, provided, however, that such repeal shall be only to the extent of such
inconsistency and in all other respects this Ordinance shall be cumulative of other ordinances regulating
and governing the subject matter covered by this Ordinance.

Section 8. SEVERABILITY. If, regardless of cause, any section, subsection, paragraph,
sentence or clause of this Ordinance, including the System as set forth in Exhibit "A" and Exhibit “B”, is
held invalid or to be unconstitutional, the remaining sections, subsections, paragraphs, sentences, or

clauses shall continue in full force and effect and shall be construed thereafter as being the entire

provisions of this Ordinance.

JOINDER AGREEMENT

City of Guthrie, a city, town, agency, instrumentality, or public trust located in the State of Oklahoma, with
its principal office at Guthrie, Oklahoma, hereby establishes a Defined Contribution Plan to be known as the
City of Guthrie Plan (the “Plan”) in the form of the Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund Master Defined
Contribution Plan.

Except as otherwise provided herein, the definitions in Article I of the Plan apply.

Consider approval of Ordinance No. 3208 amending Chapter 19, Article 7-138 of the Guthrie Code
of Ordinances adding Standards for keeping the sidewalk, curb, gutter, and ditch clean for new and
existing Commercial and Residential Structures and lots.

Summary

The Guthrie Planning Office and Code Enforcement Office held several workshops to discuss and
review the Guthrie City Code Section 19-138, Keeping Sidewalks and Gutters Clean. The goal of this
document is to promote an improved aesthetic and functional quality of the community.

The proposed ordinance change will help make the ordinance clear and easier to understand. In
the past, the Code Enforcement Office has had a hard time enforcing the Ordinance because the
wording was not inclusive enough for everything that needed to be addressed. With the changes in
place, the Code Enforcement Office will be able to clearly define violations and enforce more
efficiently.

This ordinance requires owners or occupants of lots to keep all sidewalks, gutters, curbs, and
ditches clear of filth, refuse, rubbish, grass clippings, or other landscaping materials. Disposal of
these types of debris contaminates and clogs the City’s drainage system, impairs the abilities of the
street sweeping efforts, and jeopardizes the aesthetic quality of the community.

These Standards apply to all areas of the City and support the implementation of community-wide
goals which are outlined in the City of Guthrie’s Comprehensive Plan.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 19, ARTICLE 7-138 OF THE GUTHRIE CODE OF
ORDINANCES ADDING STANDARDS FOR KEEPING THE SIDEWALK, CURB, GUTTER, AND
DITCH CLEAN FOR ALL RESIDENTIAL, COMMERCIAL AND INDUSTRIAL STRUCTURES AND
LOTS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GUTHRIE, OKLAHOMA;
Chapter 19 of the Guthrie City Code is hereby amended to read as follows:
19-138 KEEPING SIDEWALKS AND GUTTERS CLEAN

(A) It shall be the duty of the owner or occupant of any lot to keep the sidewalk, curb, gutter, and
ditch clear of any filth, refuse, or rubbish.

(B) It shall be unlawful to dispose, sweep, or blow grass clippings or other landscape material
onto the street, gutter, sidewalk, or ditch.

(C) It shall be the duty of the owner or occupant of any lot to keep the sidewalk, curb, gutter, and
ditch free of silt build up.

(D) Violations. Any owner or occupant who violates any provision of this section by doing any act
prohibited or declared to be unlawful thereby, or declared to be a nuisance, or who fails to do any act
required by any provision is guilty of an offense, and upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a
fine of not more than $500.00 per violation. Each day upon which a violation continues shall be
deemed a separate offense.

(E) Severability. If any sentence, section, or any part thereof shall be deemed unconstitutional or
void, such action shall not affect the remaining parts of this section.

Consider approval of the attached engineer’s phasing report which is required by the Oklahoma
Department of Environmental Quality for the City of Guthrie to move forward with the CMOM
Program relative to the Consent Order, Case No. 04-103, Facility No. S-20930, OPDES Permit No.
0K0027715.

Summary

As was presented to the City Council/Trustees at the December 8, 2009 Workshop, Myers
Engineering has provided the required phasing report for ODEQ regarding the CMOM Program.
This report prioritizes the sewer main lines and manholes that have been identified and are in need
of repair or replacement. The report covers the steps taken to evaluate and inspect the lines and
manholes and provides information relating to the number of lines, the locations, the identification
of manholes and the method used by the GPWA in tracking all ODEQ requirements.

This report covers the sewer main lines and manholes that have been inspected to date
and identified as the 1%, 2" 3rd priority lines for repair or replacement.

The 1%and 2™ priority. groups have been sub-divided into sets 1, 2 and 3. Each set has
been further sub-divided into groups a,b,c.

The 1% priority groups are the lines that show the highest need for repair or replacement.
These lines were chosen by their rating through Cartegraph and by the Line Maintenance
Departments knowledge of the line, how many calls we receive regarding that line,
location and number of users on the line. We have identified 122 lines and 197
manholes in this group. This group also includes 6 manholes that are not tied to lines that
are being repaired or replaced.

The 2™ priority groups are lines that need repairs or replacement but are not considered
as urgent. They were selected in the same manner as the Priority 1 lines. We have 178
lines and 291 manholes in this group.

The 3" priority lines are lines that need to have an extended amount of time spent to
clean out the silt, debris and roots and need to have grease and root control added. The
City of Guthrie’s Line Maintenance department will perform these tasks Any lines that
are found to be in worse condition than believed will be moved to the 1% or 2" pnorlty
group. At this time we have 602 lines in this group.

We have 8 lines that are scheduled to be replaced through a CDBG Grant that was
submitted by Kay Wade of the Logan County Economic Development Council. The grant
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will be administered by the City of Guthrie. The Pre-Bid Conference was held on
December 1, 2009. Bids were opened on December 10, 2009 and awarded to Total
Investments at the City Council meeting on December 15, 2009. The estimated start
date is January 15, 2010.

At this date we have identified 1,296 manholes and 1,280 main lines. We have 266
lines that are not scheduled for any repairs; There are 13 lines that have been
abandoned. These lines are in the flood plain in an area where all residents and
businesses have been moved out. There are no plans to replace or reclaim these lines.
We have 116 lines that have not been inspected at this date. The Line Maintenance
Department continues to work to complete the inspection of these remaining lines and
the 177 manholes that still need to be completed.

We have smoke tested 1,200 of the main lines that have been identified. There are 80
lines remaining to be tested. These lines were not overlooked, but are lines that have
been found and added since the testing was completed. We do plan to have these lines
tested at the end of the inspection period. At that time we will provide Myers Engineering
with a listing of lines in each basin that have not been tested. We prefer to wait until we
have completed our inspections and have Myers come back one time to complete the
smoke testing rather than several times. Myers is aware that we will have some
additional lines for testing.

Our Data Completion Chart shows that we have completed 86.3% of the manhole
inspections, 90.9% of the main lines and 93.8% of the smoke testing.

The City is working with Mr. John Wolf, Financial Consultant and the OWRB to develop
utility rate increases and loans to fund these repairs/replacements. The replacement of 8
sections of main line on the CDBG Grant will be completed in 2010.

The Line Maintenance Department has been working on the lines in the 3™ priority group.
The FY 09-2010 Budget contains funding for the purchase of root and grease control
chemicals. They purchased Root X in September and Easy 101 and Easy 102 for grease
removal in and have begun treating the lines. They are treating the lines with de-greaser
quarterly. They continue treating lines with Root X, these lines are being treated by
worse condition lines first. These lines will be re-videoed approximately 6 months after
the initial treatment. This will be an on going maintenance program.

Critical Repairs and Estimates for First and Second Priority Repair/Replacement Lists

b.

GENERAL

The City of Guthrie has evaluated and inspected the majority of their collection system by
the use of two methods: video inspection and smoking. Video inspection of the existing
system was conducted by City crews utilizing City equipment. A camera truck was used to
facilitate this inspection. The subsurface lines were physically inspected by a camera on a
vehicle that is inserted into the lines. Smoke was utilized to evaluate the condition of the
sewer lines.

Camera Tractor

A run to be inspected will either start from an access pipe leading at an angle down to the
sewer line and then run downstream to a manhole, or will run between manholes. The
service truck is parked above the access point of the pipe. The camera tractor, with a flexible
cable attached to the rear, is then lowered into the pipeline. The tractor is moved forward
so that it is barely inside of the pipeline. A "down-hole roller" is set up between the camera
tractor and the cable reel in the service truck, preventing cable damage from rubbing the
top of the pipeline. The operator then retires to the inside of the truck and begins the
inspection, remotely operating the camera tractor from the truck. When the inspection is
complete or the camera cable is fully extended, the camera tractor is put in reverse gear and
the cable is wound up simultaneously. When the camera tractor is near the original access
point, the down-hole roller is pulled up and the camera tractor is moved into the access
point and pulled up to the service truck. A tractor may be used to inspect a complete
blockage or collapse that would prevent using a fish and rope.

Smoke Study

Smoke testing a sanitary sewer system requires that the sewer line to be tested be partially
blocked. This can be done by using a sand bag on the end of a rope. The sand bag is lowered
into the manhole and swung into position to partially block lines. Inflatable plugs can also be
utilized. Completely blocking the line can cause water to back up and prevent smoke
escaping through defects. Smoke testing should not be done after rain or when ground
water is unusually high because this may also prevent detection of defects.

Large downdraft fans, usually powered by gasoline engines, are placed on top of open
manholes at either end of the section to be tested. If possible, all lines in the manholes,
except for the line between the manholes, are partially blocked. Smoke is created using
either a smoke bomb or liquid smoke. Smoke bombs are lit and placed on a grate orin a
holder on top of each fan, or the liquid smoke is injected into the fan via a heating chamber.
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The fans create a pressure differential that forces the artificial smoke into the sewer at a
pressure just above atmospheric. With properly installed plumbing, the traps will prevent
the smoke from entering the house and redirect it out the plumbing vents.

Results from these methods are reported to the Oklahoma Department of Environmental
Quality (ODEQ) under separate submittal.

SCOPE

Lines that were identified as failing are considered critical, except for those lines identified
as abandoned. Critical lines are recommended for repair at the earliest possible time. Lines
that were evaluated as poor and higher should be addressed in the CMOM budget annually.
Critical repairs will be evaluated based on data collected through the CMOM program. It
will then be determined which complete lines need to be removed and replaced and where
spot repairs would be sufficient. All segments throughout the system will be evaluated in
this manner. Identified poor rated lines will be prioritized based on data collected, and
evaluated when they should be repaired. Included in this report are the first and second
priority repair/replacement lists that include selection groups one through three for each
corresponding priority.

Failed Segments

Sewer main lines were sorted into three selection groups for first and second priority
repair/replacement lists. The condition of the lines in each of these selection groups
determines the immediate need of replacement. Lines were inspected utilizing visual and
camera inspection. The footage of selection groups are as follows:

One segment, 6L- 053-052, in the first priority repair/replacement group, 1A, is a good
candidate for pipe bursting. All other segments are suitable for either conventional
construction or pipe bursting. This is based on horizontal geometry; vertical alignment must
be verified prior to construction to insure that it is a suitable for pipe bursting. A project
utilizing a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) is currently under contract for
construction and a cost estimate is included in the appendix of this report.

Failed Manholes

During the evaluation of the collection system, manholes were evaluated to determine their
condition. Manholes whose condition received a failing rating are considered to be critical
and must be rectified. These manholes are tied to lines that are scheduled for replacement
or repair and will be replaced along with the line.

In this first group, the first priority repair/replacement list includes six additional manholes
that qualify to be repaired or replaced. These manholes are not tied to lines that are
scheduled for replacement. The manholes listed as follows are included in the estimate for
critical repairs to the collection system and is located in the appendix of this report (They
are included in the First Priority Group 1A, the total manhole count):

Remaining Segments

The segments not considered in priority one and priority two groups are to be addressed in
house by the Line Maintenance Department. These are lines to be cleaned and/or treated
with chemicals for root and grease control or have minor point repairs. Progress on these
lines will be reported to the ODEQ and must continue to progress in a satisfactory manner.
The FY2010 Budget for the City of Guthrie has included $170,000 in the CMOM services

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account, $13,500 in the Chemical account and $80,000 in the Water/Sewer Maintenance
account, for a total of $263,500.

Cost Estimates

A preliminary cost estimate was developed for the critical areas found in the CMOM v

evaluation process and can be found in the appendix of this report. These cost estimates
were developed from the values reported by the City of Guthrie as found during their
CMOM program and not by any investigation by Myers Engineering.

Conclusions and Recommendations

The City of Guthrie is nearing the completion of the preliminary phase of the CMOM
program. This phase was the investigation and evaluation of its collection system. This
report compiles the results of this phase along with estimates of the cost of repairing the
critical segments. We have defined a first and second priority repair/ replacement list that
has been divided into three selection groups. Repairs to the system that have been
identified as poor should be repaired as part of the CMOM budget in subsequent years.
Repairs to the collection system will be completed according to the approved plan.

Continuation of the program according to the approved plan will maintain the system in a
high state of efficiency saving the City of Guthrie money and time.

Schedule of Repairs
City staff is evaluating all the failed lines. Based on this evaluation the lines have been
prioritized by segments to be abandoned, repaired or replaced.

The first priority will consist of three selection groups to be completed in order, identified as
critical repairs and failing lines. The lines in the first priority selection group two are a large
section of lines in the flood area to be abandoned. The main trunk line can be extended and
upgraded where necessary.

The second priority is lines that are showing a failed rating due to collapses. The third
priority is lines needing point repairs. The fourth priority is lines that have protruding
services.

This schedule will be finalized when City of Guthrie staff meets with the Oklahoma
Department of Environmental Quality (ODEQ) to set the guidelines of a new consent order.
