It is an easy-to-Use
system that offers peace of mind to local governments and citizens. Emergency man-
agement staff can use this innovative cloud-based platform to provide specific infor-
mation to citizens, ensuring effective and impactful communications. Citizens can
sign up for NOAA Weather Alerts at https://ok-guthrie.regroup.com/signup. Once
there, they will need to register as a new user. After registering with the system, they
are able to select which alerts they want to be notified of as well as how they want to
be notified i.e. Phone, text message or email. Citizens can log into the web portal at
any time and change what weather notifications they receive and how they receive
them.
